• SIGHTREADING WILL BE PART OF ALL AUDITIONS.  

 
VOCAL  
 

The Choral audition will be comprised of three components: 
 

1.  Singing the required audition selection Praise Ye The Lord by Hovhaness 
 with music minus one. 
 
2.  The performance of two major scales, one measuring audiation-based intonation 
 (adjudicated for a score on a scale from 1-5) and one for a qualitative description 
 of timbre and range(not included in overall score). 
 Both scales are 8 note scales – ascending and descending. 
 
3.  Solo sight-singing evaluation criteria: 
 •  8 measures in length 
 • Begins and ends on (do), range includes an octave and a fourth 
 •  Rhythmic figures include half, quarter, eighth, dotted quarter, dotted 
  eighth, tied notes, and sixteenth notes. 
 •  Melodic contour includes accidentals and leaps up to a fifth. 
 •  Any method (solfege, numbers, neutral syllable) 

 
INSTRUMENTAL  
 

• Students will be asked to play one major scale and one relative minor scale.  In addition, woodwind and brass players 
will be required to play a chromatic scale.  All scales must be memorized.  Scales must be executed as indicated on the 
downloadable .pdf files.  All scale pages are customized.  Please be sure to note changes in requirements may be 
different from previous years. 

 
JAZZ  
 

• All jazz ensemble applicants, including drummers, must bring their own equipment  
• all applicants music prepare the required solo for their respective instrument  
• all applicants, except drummers, will improvise on the chord changes of Snidero-Jazz Conception, "Autumn" advance 

music  
• all applicants may be asked to play major scales up to 4 sharps/4 flats as well as the relative harmonic minor, dorian 

and mixolydian modes of the same key signatures. All scales must be memorized 
 
JAZZ DRUMS 
  

• all drummers will be asked to play examples of Swing, Bossa/Latin, Calypso/Latin, Jazz Waltz and a Ballad w/brushes  
• drummers will be asked to demonstrate fills and short solos in various styles 

 
JAZZ RHYTHM  
 

• all rhythm players must comp iim7, V7 and I , and comp a standard blues progression in the same keys as scale 
requirements 
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
